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Confined Space Entry Plan

1. The determination between a permit required confined space and an Alternative confined space will be made per OR-OSHA guidelines.

A) Alternative required confined space means that the space does not have these elements; 

1. A hazardous atmosphere
2. A possibility of engulfment

3. A possibility of electrical shock

4. Extreme temperature conditions.

and

5. We have control of or the means to lockout the entire system to be able to assure that these conditions can not be introduced. 

B) Permit required confined space entry means that the space has the potential of one or more of these elements;

1. A hazardous atmosphere
2. A possibility of engulfment

3. A possibility of electrical shock

4. Extreme temperature conditions and we do not have control of the entire system to be able to assure that these conditions can not be introduced. 

2. During an Alternative confined space entry these steps must occur;

A) It must be determined that there is no hazardous atmosphere present through testing the space with a gas monitor.  This gas monitor will be in place throughout the entry.

B) We must lockout the system from the introduction of permit required space elements into the confined space.

C) All entries, Permitted and Alternative, will have trained attendant and entrant during the operation.

D) A retrieval system will be readily available.

E) All hazards relating to a permit required entry will be either non existent or eliminated.

3. If the space has been determined to be a permit required confined space these steps will be followed.

A) We will have a trained Entrant and Attendant / Supervisor performing the task.

B) Always try to eliminate the hazard rather than working in it.

C) The atmosphere will be tested prior to and throughout the entry.

D) The entry permit will be filled out per OR-OSHA guidelines.

E) The proper retrieval system will be utilized.

F) Entries into a confined space that involves an existing potential for an engulfment hazard will be preceded in this manner.  The entrant will be harnessed and attached to a retrieval system.  If flow increases to a point of concern the entrant will be removed till the flow has been reduced to a safe level. 

G) If working in a traffic area, a traffic control system will be utilized.

H) The equipment that is required at a minimum is; Retrieval System, Tripod, Harness, Gas Monitor, and if applicable a Ventilation System.

All Confined Space Entry crew members will be trained in Confined Space Entry and have current First Aid /

CPR certifications.
